Does God do miracles today?
Why do you think God might do miracles?

1. So that God can reveal himself to us.

2. In order to build up our faith

3. To reach people who don’t have a relationship with God

Have supernatural events always been a part of following Jesus?

Mathew11:2-5; Luke 9:1-2; 10:1,9,17; Matt 28:18-20; John 14:12

What does this matter to me?

1. Miracles do seem to be an integral part of following God.

2. Because we, and the people we care about, need things.

3. Pursuing God’s supernatural works helps us grow in faith.

4. Pursing God’s supernatural works help us be partners in God’s kingdom

Why do you think we might resist the miraculous?

1. Our culture and society bias us against it.

2. We attribute miracles to human psychology.

3. Our theology does not allow the supernatural.

4. We want to be in control.

5. We wonder if God is arbitrary.

6. One way to think about this?  The “now and the not yet”

How do you think we could pursue this?

1. Come to Jesus with what you actually need, and persistently pray with humble faith.

a. Ask God for feedback as you pray.

b. Consider John Wimber’s advice to pray for 600 sick people before giving up.

2. Praise and trust God whatever happens.

Questions for reflection and small group discussion

1. Have you experienced or witnessed what you would consider a miracle?

2. Have you experienced healing through prayer or have you prayed for someone else and they experienced healing from God?

3. Why do you think you personally might resist the miraculous?

4. Is there something going on in your life where you need healing or a miracle from God?

5. Think about the circles of influence in your life (your job, neighborhood, workplace, friends).  Is there a situation in someone’s life where they need to see God’s love, miracle, healing?

6. Pray for each other and for these situations.
