7 Marks of a Healthy and Growing Church

1. Ordinary people are sharing the good news of Jesus in the power of the Spirit and many are trusting God.

“Some of them, however, men from Cyprus and Cyrene, went to Antioch and began to speak to Greeks also, telling them good news about the Lord Jesus.  The Lord’s hand was with them, and a great number of people believed and turned to the Lord.” Acts 11:20-21.”

2. Lives are changing as people are encouraged to continue to follow Jesus.

“Barnabas….saw what the grace of God had done….and encouraged them all to remain true to the Lord with all their hearts.” Acts 11:23

3. Ministry teams are developing as people are given leadership opportunities.

“Then Barnabas went to Tarsus to look for Saul, and when he found him, he brought him to Antioch. So for a whole year Barnabas and Saul met with the church and taught great numbers of people. The disciples were called Christians first at Antioch.” Acts 11:25-26

4. People are sharing their resources generously and compassionately.

“The disciples, as each one was able, decided to provide help for the believers living in Judea. This they did, sending their gift to the elders by Barnabas and Saul.” Acts 11:29-30

5. People are regularly spending time with God together to worship and hear His voice.

“While they were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, ‘Set apart Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.’” Acts 13:2

6. The community of believers spends time discerning God’s will and sends and supports people to do the work God has prepared for them.

“So after they had fasted and prayed, they placed their hands on them and sent them off.” Acts 13:4
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7. People are regularly being empowered by the Holy Spirit to overcome obstacles and carry out the mission of Jesus.

“Then Saul…..filled with the Holy Spirit looked straight at Elymas and said….Now the hand of the Lord is against you. You are going to be blind for a time….Immediately mist and darkness came over him, and he groped about seeking someone to lead him by the hand. When the proconsul saw what had happened, he believed, for he was amazed at the teaching about the Lord.” Acts 13:9-12
